REVIEW SHEET FORMAT: Organize your review materials according to the following format:

· Heading: At the top of the page, write the names of the group members. In the center of the page write the Title of the text, author’s name, and date of publication.

· Section I: Overview

· A brief plot summary of the text(s) (3-5 sentences). 

· Relevant information about the historical context in which the novel takes place or in which the novel was written (i.e. The Great Gatsby and 1920s culture, The Scarlet Letter and Puritan Massachusetts, or other events that informed our reading and discussion). 

· Section II: Characters, Key Terms, and Symbols

· List key characters and their roles and/or significance in the text. 

· List key terms and symbols discussed in class (e.g. dolls, the green light, Jabber, the scarlet “A”)

· Section III: Significant Passages and Themes

· Type out at least 4 significant passages from the text (with page numbers in parentheses).  Choose passages we discussed in class.  

· List important themes that emerged from our discussion of the passages you chose. 

· Section IV: Possible Essay Questions

· Generate two possible essay questions about your text.  Think about the essential questions and concerns of this course.  What would be an appropriate and challenging essay question that connects this text to others we have read?
