In grading your portfolios, I am looking to see meaningful and thoughtful revision, which takes into consideration feedback from your peers and teachers. Revision is not simply changing a word here or there. Revision literally means “re-seeing”.  It may mean reshaping a poem, adding layers, developing it in new ways, or cutting significantly to allow the piece to achieve its full potential.
