Part One: Short Essays (100 points)

Directions: Be able to write a short essay for each of the following questions. Each essay should consist of an introduction, a body paragraph, and a conclusion. Be sure to support your answers with evidence and examples.

World War One 

· Why was WWI called the first “total war”? What impact did technology have on the conflict?
· How did WWI contribute to the collapse of the Russian monarchy? How did the Bolsheviks take power in Russia?

· What do think you Woodrow Wilson meant by “peace without victory” Why do think European Allies were unwilling to accept this idea? Be sure to discuss Wilson’s 14 Points and the response of the British and French.
Global Nationalism 

· What conflicts kept China in turmoil after WWI? Be sure to discuss the leaders who play central roles in these conflicts.
· How did World War I affect relations between India and Britain? Describe the methods of the postwar Indian independence movement.

· How did ultranationalists reverse the liberal changes in the 1920’s in Japan in the 1930’s? How did the rise of the ultranationalists affect Japan’s foreign policy?

The Age of Anxiety

· How did Stalin transform the Soviet Union? What effects did Stalin’s policies have on the Soviet people?

· Why did fascism appeal to many Italians and Germans in the decade following WWI?
· What impact did technology advances in transportation and communication have on American culture in the 1920’s? 

World War Two

· How did the WWI peace settlement help cause WWII?

· What were Hitler’s objectives in Europe? What were Japan’s objectives in Asia?

· Was participation by the United States crucial to winning the war? Explain.
